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This little demo validates the textboxes to make sure the data is valid…not correct. In other words, it makes sure that the textboxes are not empty, contain alpha characters where appropriate, integers for age, a correctly formatted DOB, and that the deposit is within a certain range.

The cool thing about this project is that all the validation is done in a separate class. You can add this class to any new application and use it!  You pass each method in the class the actual textbox and a description for it. Then, you can use the methods associated with the class that fits the data you are trying to validate. At the moment, this class checks for:
· Empty textbox
· Alpha only data
· Integer data
· Decimal data
· Date format
· Valid range of data
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
