Introduction to SQL Data Sources Part 2
How to go through the SQL DataSource Wizard for this project:

Step 1: Choose Configure DataSource from the Grid’s Smart Tag:
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Step 2: Choose a connection. I use the same one created in previous apps.
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Step 3: Create your Select Statement by choosing the tables and specs you want:
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Step 4: If you want to add insert, update, delete, and editing capability to the grid, then choose the Advanced button and make your choice. I also chose Optimistic concurrency.
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Step 5: Now for the cool part. I want my grid to show the matches based on the category they chose in the drop down. So, I tell VB to use a parameter in the SQL select statement. Parameters start with an “@” sign and are placeholders. I want the CustomerID field in the categories table to be my “key”. So that becomes my SelectedValue that I use for the grid.

When using parameters, the data can come from a control (as in this case), a cookie, session variable, profile, query string, or from the form itself. Notice how I set this up in the following dialog:
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Be sure to click ADD to append this to your SQL statement. Now, CategoryID in the Products Table will be selected if it matches the CategoryID in the Categories Table. 

Step 6: If you want to sort then choose Order By:
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· I changed the Edit/Delete items to buttons instead of links (the default). Select Edit columns from the grid’s short-cut menu then select CommandField then choose Edit, Update, Cancel and in the properties, change the ButtonType.
